I negate

The value is Democracy. Democracy is the ideal that identifies the beliefs that the countries prescribed by the resolution hold. Unless we value the existence and nurturing of the democratic ideal, these countries are no longer going to be what they are known as now, so the resolution wouldn't make any sense. It would also mean that we can't evaluate the resolution. This means that democracy needs to be the overarching value and every argument made has to be made in the interest of protecting or enhancing democracy.

Mill:
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In time, however, a democratic republic came to occupy a large portion of the earth’s surface, and made itself felt as one of the most powerful members of the community of nations; and elective and responsible government became subject to the observations and criticisms which wait upon a great existing fact. It was now perceived that such phrases as “self-government,” and “the power of the people over themselves,” do not express the true state of the case. The “people” who exercise the power, are not always the same people with those over whom it is exercised, and the “self- government” spoken of, is not the government of each by himself, but of each by all the rest. The will of the people, moreover, practically means, the will of the most numerous or the most active part of the people; the majority, or those who succeed in making themselves accepted as the majority; the people, con- sequently, may desire to oppress a part of their number; and precautions are as much needed against this, as against any other abuse of power. The limitation, therefore, of the power of government over individuals, loses none of its im- portance when the holders of power are regularly accountable to the commu- nity, that is, to the strongest party therein. This view of things, recommending itself equally to the intelligence of thinkers and to the inclination of those im- portant classes in European society to whose real or supposed interests democ- racy is adverse, has had no diﬃculty in establishing itself; and in political speculations “the tyranny of the majority” is now generally included among the evils against which society requires to be on its guard.

Thus, the standard is protecting against tyranny.

I contend that compulsory voting causes tyranny.

Part A is forced votes

When voting is established to be compulsory, governments or people hoping to be a part of them try to take advantage of the people that make the decisions. Parties may try to influence the people to vote a certain way by intimidating them, and if that doesn't work, removing them from the picture. Other democracies outside of the “Western world” have well documented histories of voter exploitation during election season, a good example of which is both Guatemala as well as Pakistan. People get kidnapped and even killed so that groups can meet the minimum criteria to achieve success in the race.

Victor:
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The lead up to the 1970 election was a time of further terror and repression in Guatemala; the military commissioners “threatened to burn down whole villages that did not vote for the MLN [party]” and polling places in unsympathetic neighborhoods were closed for the election (Handy, 1984, 167).  Several high profile political kidnappings and assassinations took place in the weeks before the election.  Voter turnout was especially low during the 1970 election, the killings combined with calls to boycott the election and fear in the general populace meant that it only took 4% of the population to elect Colonel Arana to the presidency (Handy, 1984, 167).  State sponsored violence continued when Colonel Arana replaced President Méndez, death lists were again circulated, the universities were placed under siege, and labor organizers were assassinated.  In the six months after Colonel Arana took office there were “700 political killings in Guatemala” and in the 1971 there were “483 people disappeared…nationally known figures-intellectuals, trade union officials, moderate party leaders” (Black, 1984, 30; Handy, 1984, 168).

Part B is Role flipping

Compulsory voting changes the spectrum to where the government is in charge of the things the citizen must do, whereas the citizen is originally in charge of what the government is supposed to do. The role of the government is reassigned by compulsory voting to where the government becomes more powerful than the people that created it in the first place, forcing the original position of the citizen to a lower state of being, which is inherently oppressive.

Hirst:
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To the objection that compulsory voting is a denial of liberty, they argue that governments regularly make citizens do things—to serve on juries, to pay taxes, to fight in the defence of the country. Of course governments compel citizens, but compulsory voting relates to another issue altogether: how governments are themselves created. According to liberal principles, citizens create governments; governments don’t force people to be citizens.

AND:

Presumption negates. Three reasons

1. Affs have the last speech (can't convince you by the end, I did the better job)

2. Affs set ground for the debate (if they can't win on their interp, I did the better job)

3. Statements are more likely wrong then right (if there isn't a progressive reason to change, don't)

Contention 2: Racial tyranny doesn't exist in current democracy.

In the world today, there is a lot of pointing fingers when it comes to looking at how various “types” of people are treated in the world, both personality as well as appearance wise. Despite the large amount of speculation that race is a big factor in the world when it comes to politics, it continues to be something that is blown beyond its true scientific value. Race and other ethnic distinguishing values actually do not lead to discrimination in world, rather, the effects within populations as they interact is what causes the discrimination. Meaning, in a democracy, the tyranny of the majority is a real issue, unlike the tyranny of certain races over others.

But, there are limits to genetic diversity.  Natural selection uses up somewhere between 70 and 85 % of genetic variance.  There are also other limitations.  It is beginning to appear as if human DNA has been inherited generation after generation in large unchanged blocks from ancestral populations with less mixing and shuffling of DNA from maternal and paternal chromosomes than once thought. To use a deck of cards analogy, it would be as if the dealer dealt from a deck where all players received the same set of cards glued together along with those cards that differ from one player to another.  Another limiting factor may reside in evolutionary convergence.  Convergence is said to occur when two or more species have independently evolved the same trait.  Examples of convergence can be found at the most basic level of molecular biology.  Despite the incredible number of forms that proteins could conceivably take, the actual forms observed are quite limited.  For example, the proteins that are functional in respiration (i.e., the oxygen-carrying molecule,  hemoglobin) are similar from bacteria to humans (Morris, 2003), although the more closely related species are, the fewer the number of amino acid changes in the molecule (Wells, 2002).  These processes, natural selection, the swapping of genetic material in relatively large blocks, and evolutionary convergence, combine to produce the effect that all of the genes that make up the human genome remain in the gene pool, the fact that individual differences are virtually the same all over the world, and that the majority (c. 85%) of these differences are found within populations rather than between ethnic groups or races.  On a macro level, it has been calculated that there are over 100 million possible combinations of cultural forms, yet only a tiny fraction are actually found. 13 (Cronk, 1999; see also van den Berghe 1979)
